My family and I are hoping for a favorable outcome of the application.

Below, I briefly describe our motivation and goals in the decision to immigrate to Canada

This letter is divided into three parts to explain that decision in the best way. These parts are:

1. Reasons to move in Canada.

Our decision to immigrate to Canada was not accidental. We analyzed the situation in general in both Russia and Canada for the past years before we’ve decided to apply. And the first reason to apply for Canadian permanent residence is that

We both have university degrees and can not realize our potentials in Russia

because of unstable political and economic situation in this country, and because our professional skills aren’t much in demand here. Then,

We have to plan our life, and have children, and our family and carrier plans require living in society where everyone can reach the professional and personal independence and growth.

In many respects, Canada is viewed as the one of the best countries to live in. Its independent yet hospitable people, clean environment, high standards of living and education closely match our notion of an ideal place to dwell. In addition to that,

I am looking for professional growth as a computer specialist,

and, as it’s said, Canada is the perfect place for that as well, especially that I have friends in Canada who can recommend me for the potential employers as a skilled worker.

2. Education, work history, and future carrier in Canada.

I understand that I have to make every effort to find a job in Canada, and, of course, I know that it won’t be easy. Now I’d like to explain why, in my opinion, I will be able to do what I am planning.

I’ve graduated from St. Petersburg Electrotechnical State University in 1995 (GPA 4,78). Since April 1992 worked as a CAD programmer in FOET Co. Ltd to realize on practice set of skills that I have received during my study at the University.

In 1994 I was granted of special training program at Department. of Microwave Technology, Chalmers University of Technology, Gothenburg, Sweden (The Letter of Reference by Head of the Department, Prof. Eric Kollberg, is enclosed).  In Sweden I’ve prepared my diploma work and fulfilled all the necessary requirements of Bc. S. degree in electronics engineering. My diploma work (enclosed) was published as a training appliance for students and post-graduates. I took a part in successful development of the microwave superconductive down-con​ver​ting frequency mixer as a member of HTSC team.

After graduation I continued working for FOET Co. Ltd till autumn 1996. Then I had some contract jobs in Web-design and programming, mostly for OOO “Baltcom”, and since the Summer 1998 I’d been working for Artefact Co. Ltd as a leading programmer and Web-master.

All this information is given in order to show that I have good reason to suppose that I will be able to work successfully in Canada as a computer programmer.
